Mission & Capabilities





Who we are: U.S. Strategic Command is one of nine U.S. unified commands under the Department of Defense (DOD). The current USSTRATCOM resulted from the Oct. 1, 2002 integration of two previous unified commands:  U.S. Space Command, which oversaw DOD space and information operations; and the former USSTRATCOM, responsible for the command and control of U.S. strategic forces.





Headquarters: Offutt Air Force Base, Neb. (10 miles south of Omaha), with geographically separated units at Cheyenne Mountain Air Force Station, Colo. (Cheyenne Mountain Operations Center); Lackland Air Force Base, Texas (Joint Information Operations Center); and Arlington, Va. (Joint Task Force -- Global Network Operations).





Mission: Establish and provide full-spectrum global strike, coordinated space and information operations capabilities to meet both deterrent and decisive national security objectives. Provide operational space support, integrated missile defense and specialized planning expertise as well as global command and control, communications, computers, intelligence, surveillance and reconnaissance to the joint warfighter.





Distinctive Capabilities: U.S. Strategic Command controls military space operations, computer network operations, DOD information operations, strategic warning and intelligence assessments as well as global strategic planning. The command operates and maintains an underground command center as a primary command and control node. USSTRATCOM exercises command authority over the nation’s strategic resources, to include intercontinental ballistic missiles, bomber aircraft and ballistic missile submarines.

Command & Control (C2) Centers & Systems 





Global Operations Center (GOC)


Considered the command’s nerve center, the GOC is prepared to transmit presidential and DOD directives to the nation’s strategic forces and provides the USSTRATCOM commander with the ability to exchange information in a secure environment and on a national and global scale with national leaders and other commanders. From the center, the command is able to monitor, analyze, assess, predict, plan, execute and report missions worldwide collaboratively with other commanders and national agencies.  





National Airborne Operations Center (NAOC)


The E-4B, a militarized version of the Boeing 747-200, serves as the airborne center for the president and secretary of defense. In case of national emergency or destruction of ground command control centers, the aircraft provides a modern, highly survivable, command, control and communications center to direct U.S. forces, execute emergency war orders, and coordinate actions by civil authorities. 





E-6B Airborne Command Post (ABNCP)


The E-6B, a Boeing 707 airframe, enables the president and secretary of defense to directly contact crews on U.S. ballistic missile submarines, land-based intercontinental ballistic missiles and long-range bombers. 





Nuclear C2 System (NCCS) Support Staff (NSS)


This system and staff oversee inspections, tests, and exercises to ensure an integrated and enduring approach to nuclear C2.

Major Military Satellite Systems





Wideband Gap-filler Satellite (WGS), First launch: 2005. Function: Successor to DSCS, will provide DoD worldwide broadband comm. in X-Band & K-Band.





Advanced Extremely High Frequency Satellite Communications System (AEHF). First launch: 2007.  Function: The successor to Milstar, AEHF will provide  strategic, worldwide C2 communications.


 


Defense Meteorological Satellite Program (DMSP). First launch: 1962.  Function: Collects air, land, sea, and space environmental data for worldwide military ops.





Defense Satellite Communications System III (DSCS).  First launch: 1982.  SHF comm. for transmitting priority C2 messages to battlefield commanders.





Defense Support Program (DSP).  First launch: 1970.  Function: Detects heat generated by a missile or booster plume for strategic and tactical missile launch detection.





Global Broadcast System (GBS).  First launch: 1998.  Function: High-bandwidth data imagery and video.





Global Positioning System (GPS).  First launch: 1978.  Function: Constellation of satellites for determining a precise location anywhere on Earth.





Milstar Satellite Communications System (Milstar). First launch: 1994.  Function: EHF secure comm.





Polar Military Satellite Communications (Polar MILSATCOM). First launch: 1997. Function: Polar comm.





Space Based Infrared System (SBIRS).  First launch: First system planned for FY07.  Function: Infrared surveillance for missile warning, missile defense, battlespace characterization, and technical intelligence.  





UHF Follow-On Satellite (UFO).  First launch: 1993.  Function: Provides secure UHF and EHF communications.

Coordinates the planning, employment and operations of DoD strategic assets and combines all current operations, global command and control operations, and intelligence operations. The directorate includes all Command Center operations, the Joint Intelligence Center, Current Operations, and the National Airborne Operations Center.

Develops overarching policy to support execution of all the command’s missions. It is also responsible for the articulation and development of all command requirement processes to ensure that USSTRATCOM has the tools to accomplish its mission.

Provides integrated global strike planning, and command and control support to deliver rapid, extended range, precision kinetic (nuclear and conventional) and non-kinetic (elements of space and information operations) effects in support of theater and national objectives. Includes the Targeting Intelligence Center and 3 divisions: Global Strike, Combat Plans, and Planning/Targeting Tools.

Incorporates, integrates, and synchronizes the various information operations (IO) disciplines that enable the commander to use defensive and offensive IO in support of USSTRATCOM missions.  











Geographically Separated Units





Cheyenne Mountain Operations Center (CMOC)


The center is the central collection and coordination center for a worldwide system of satellites, radars, and sensors that provide early warning of any missile, air, or space threat to North America. The CMOC is located at Cheyenne Mountain Air Force Station, Colo.





Joint Information Operations Center (JIOC)


This center integrates information operations (IO) into military plans and operations across the spectrum of conflict. Located at Lackland Air Force Base, Texas, the JIOC deploys planning teams worldwide to support combatant commanders and joint task forces.





Joint Task Force – Global Network Operations (JTF-GNO)


The task force coordinates and directs the defense of U.S. military computer systems and networks. Located in Arlington, Va., the task force monitors the status of DOD information networks and defends them from any unauthorized events such as probes, scans, virus incident, or intrusion.
